Introduction:
Greetings from Dr. Leonard Presby, your online professor for Management Information Systems. I will explain the necessary requirements so you can get much out of the course. In order to accomplish that, we need to set the rules up front. We "meet" by logging on to Blackboard, a shell-program that will serve as our vehicle for class delivery. It is password protected. Announcements, assignments, group assignments will be from Blackboard. 

How Do You Get to the Online Course?
Point your web browser to: http://bb.wpunj.edu/,  Press the Login button to access to the Username and Password page Enter your username, (same as your WPUNJ e-mail username). Enter your 855- number as password.
Each time you log in to BlackBoard, please first check :
Announcements (for up to the minute announcements) and Assignments, and Calendar.

Orientation face to face: (Strongly recommended):
We optionally meet face-to-face one time, for an hour, during the semester on  Friday January 28 at 11:00 am in Valley room1021, which is 1 week after school begins. I will discuss any questions you may have in the course as well as BlackBoard. Other than this meeting, all work will take place on the Web.
Example of a typical day:
Each week you will have multiple assignments.There are some 30 assignments for the semester. Point value varies from 0 to 10 points. Assignments are sent in Word only, from  the Blackboard "Assignments” section. For some assignments, you will work individually; for others, you will work with a group that I will assign via Blackboard. Groups may change during the semester. 
For Group assignments, most cases are on p286-316 of the text, one submission comes in from the whole group. Everyone, who contributes, gets the same grade. (This is why everyone should cooperate and communicate.) Please correspond through "Discussion Group" section of Blackboard when you need to touch base concerning your Group Projects. Remember each one counts 6 points. This will count in the Group grade. 
To get full credit, you need to send them through bb, by selecting "Assignments". You will see an ! after the assignment is sent in. After I grade it the ! will change to a grade. 
All assignments are due by 11:30pm the day it appears on the calendar. Points are deducted if it is late or you have more than 2 spelling errors. (Please do not attempt to do all the assignments at the end of the semester. You will not pass. I may modify assignments during the semester and give you sufficient time to complete them. You will have notice on bb of any change). No Instant Messenger language, please. 

Expectations of Performance:
You will be judged by the timeliness and completeness of all assignments 
Log on to Blackboard, each day, check for new "Announcements" regarding assignments. 
The current assigned book is necessary to complete most assignments. Some assignments are found at the website
( mhhe.com/hag). Obtain the latest book by the first day of class.


General information regarding online classes:
In the online version of this course, all interaction between students and instructor occur online, with the exception of the orientation session and possible final session. Blackboard is accessible 24/7 anywhere you have Internet connection. Blackboard and I keep track of your participation; you cannot just decide to skip a few days, then log on, and submit assignments.
