Talent Search and Educational Opportunity Centers

Educational Opportunity Centers

US Department of Education (DOE); The Secretary shall carry out a program to be known as Educational Opportunity Centers which shall be designed: (1) to provide information with respect to financial and academic assistance available for individuals desiring to pursue a program of postsecondary education; (2) to provide assistance to such persons in applying for admission to institutions at which a program of postsecondary education is offered, including preparing necessary applications for use by admissions and financial aid officers; and (3) to improve the financial and economic literacy of students.

US Department of Education (DOE); The Talent search program is a discretionary grant program which encourages applicants to provide support and maintain a commitment to eligible individuals for disadvantaged backgrounds.

Science of Organizations (SoO)
National Science Foundation (NSF); Division of Social and Economic Sciences (SES); This FOA supports basic research yielding a scientific evidence base to improve the design and emergence, development and deployment, and management and ultimate effectiveness of organizations of all kinds. Projects should advance business practitioners', policy-makers', and research communities' fundamental understanding of how organizations develop, form, and operate. Proposals are due February 2, 2016. For more information, visit NSF.gov
Science, Technology and Society (STS)

National Science Foundation (NSF); Division of Social and Economic Sciences (SES); This FOA supports research that uses historical, philosophical, and social scientific methods to investigate the intellectual, material, and social facets of the STEM disciplines. Encompasses a broad spectrum of STS topics including interdisciplinary studies of ethics, equity, governance, and policy issues that are closely related to STEM disciplines, including medical science. Research on Autism Spectrum Disorder
Department of Health and Human Services (HHS); National Institute of Health (NIH); The NIH supports research designed to study the etiology, epidemiology, diagnosis, treatment and optimal means of service delivery in relation to autism spectrum disorders (ASD). Basic research into the pathophysiology of ASD, including research on brain mechanisms and genetics, is of special interest. Modeling Social Behavior
National Institute of Health (NIH); This FOA encourages applications for developing and testing innovative theories and computational, mathematical, or engineering approaches to deepen our understanding of complex social behavior. This research will examine phenomena at multiple scales to address the emergence of collective behaviors that arise from individual elements or parts of a system working together. Often properties we associate with a system itself are in actuality properties of the relationships and interactions between a system and its environment. Obesity Policy Evaluation Research
Department of Health and Human Services (HHS); National Institute of Health (NIH); This FOA supports evaluations of the effectiveness of programs and/or policies that are being or will be implemented to influence obesity related behaviors (e.g., dietary intake, physical activity, or sedentary behavior) and/or weight outcomes in an effort to prevent or reduce obesity. Research Grants for Preventing Violence and Violence Related Injury

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDCP); The National Center for Injury Prevention and Control (NCIPC) is soliciting investigator-initiated research that will help expand and advance our understanding of how best to disseminate, implement, and translate evidence-based primary prevention strategies, programs, and policies designed to reduce child abuse and neglect.
