Online Resources accessible from off-campus include data-

bases such as ABI, Academic Search Premier, America: His-

tory & Life; CINAHL, ERIC, Lexis-Nexis Academic, Lin-

guistics and Language Behavior Abstracts, MLA Bibliogra-

phy, PsycInfo, Sociological Abstracts and Wilson OmniFile. 
 

Electronic journal collections include Science Direct, 

SpringerLink, JSTOR and Wiley Interscience.  

RefWorks, a bibliographic management software, facilitates 

the organization of citations.

specific journal, search “Journals & Periodicals” from the Library webpage.

▪ For print reserves ask at the Reserve Desk ▪ Audiovisual reserves are in Media Services ▪ Current  ID is required to use  

reserves  in the Library. ▪ Electronic Reserves may be found by selecting “Reserve Materials” from the Webpage.

▪ Access full-text databases and electronic journal collections with your WPUNJ email username and password ▪ Search 

JerseyCat and the New Jersey Union List of Serials from the Cheng Online Catalog ▪  Find Research Guides for Courses 

and Programs ▪  Organize your citations with RefWorks, a bibliographic citation management tool. ▪  Subscribe to the 

Cheng Extra for updates on new online resources. 
 

Several Electronic Resource Centers serve as computer labs. Wireless access is available throughout the facility. Laptops 

may be checked out of Media Services for use in the Library. 

▪ Full semester loan for most books ▪ CDs circulate for two weeks ▪ Videocassettes & DVDs circulate for three days ▪  

▪ Reference books and periodicals do not circulate ▪ Avoid fines: Courtesy reminders sent prior to due date ▪ Fines: Books 

(25 cents per day); Media ($1 per day); reserve materials ($5 per day). ▪ Books may also be returned at the Valley Road 

book drop in Room 1005.
