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	Agency Highlight: The National Science Foundation
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The National Science Foundation (NSF) is tasked with keeping the United States at the leading edge of discovery by promoting “the progress of science; to advance the national health, and welfare; to secure the national defense, and for other purposes” as laid out in their mission statement. The NSF funds approximately 24 percent of federally supported basic research conducted by America’s colleges and universities. Along with funding research in traditional academic areas, the agency also supports novel projects that could shape the future. The NSF is dedicated to ensuring that education remains a vital part of research so today’s work can train the next generation of scientists and engineers and prides itself on being involved in research on lower-levels to keep up-to-date on current and future research needs.

In this issue of the OSP’s Funding Opportunity Announcement, you will find several NSF programs. One of them is the Scholarships in Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (S-STEM) program, which has an application deadline of March 29. This program provides universities scholarships for students in STEM majors. Several presentations are available online, and the NSF will hold three Q&A sessions online during the first week of March, to review the program and to answer any questions you may have about S-STEM. Details are available here at nsf.gov. 

Upcoming programs offered by NSF include the Conferences and Workshops in Mathematical Sciences and the Major Research Instrumentation Program (MRI).  Conferences and Workshops funds support proposals for regular conferences, symposia, and workshops and special meetings, which comprise longer-term/larger-scale activities that widely engage the mathematical sciences community, such as special research years or semesters, multi-institutional regional meetings, and summer schools.  The MRI program provides organizations with opportunities to acquire major instrumentation that supports the research and research training goals of the organization and that may be used by other researchers    (Cont.)
