Enhancing Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math Diversity (ESTEEMED)

National Institutes of Health (NIH)

Limited Submission: Only one application per institution is allowed. This program seeks applications supporting educational activities that enhance the diversity of the biomedical, behavioral and clinical research workforce. To accomplish the stated over-arching goal, this FOA will support creative educational activities with a primary focus on Research Experiences and Mentoring Activities for underrepresented undergraduate freshmen and sophomores in a science, technology, engineering, or mathematics (STEM) field, especially those fields which broadly impact bioengineering.
Limited Submission: Only one application per institution is allowed

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

This notice seeks applications supporting existing programs at institutions such as public libraries, local and regional museums, historical societies, community colleges, four-year colleges and universities, archival repositories, and other cultural organizations.

Mathematics Travel and Mentoring Grants for Women Researchers

Association for Women in Mathematics (AWM)

This program provides travel grants for women mathematics researchers and educators enable women to attend conferences in fields supported by the NSF's Mathematical Sciences Division. Mathematics mentoring travel grants provide awards to help junior women researchers develop long-term working relationships with senior mathematicians. Other awards may be offered. The mentorship program has an annual deadline of February. Travel grants have annual deadlines of February 01, May, 01, and October 01. For more information visit awm-math.org.

Speech Science Research Grant

American Speech and Hearing Foundation (ASHF)

This program provides one grant that can be used to initiate new research or supplement an existing research project. Funds may be requested for a variety of purposes; for example, equipment, subjects, research assistants or research-related travel.

SAMHSA Minority Fellowships Program

American Nurses Association (ANA)

This program is supported by SAMHSA and provides fellowships for nurses who are interested in a career that focuses on the prevention and treatment of mental illness and substance abuse and supports the study on minority psychiatric-mental health and substance abuse issues. Includes Pre-doctoral and Postdoctoral clinical research fellowships.

NIMHD Endowment Program for Increasing Research and Intuitional Resources

National Institutes of Health (NIH)

This program seeks applications supporting the NIMHD program to build capacity and research infrastructure and to facilitate minority health and health disparities research at eligible institutions, but not to directly support the research projects itself.

Preservation Assistance Grants for Smaller Institutions

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

Preservation Assistance Grants help small and mid-sized institutions—such as libraries, museums, historical societies, archival repositories, cultural organizations, town and county records offices, and colleges and universities—improve their ability to preserve and care for their significant humanities collections. These may include special collections of books and journals, archives and manuscripts, prints and photographs, moving images, sound recordings, architectural and cartographic records, decorative and fine art objects, textiles, archaeological and ethnographic artifacts, furniture, historical objects, and digital materials.

Preservation and Access Education and Training Grants

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

Preservation and Access Education and Training grants are awarded to organizations that offer national or regional (multistate) education and training programs. Grants aim to help the staff of cultural institutions, large and small, obtain the knowledge and skills needed to serve as effective stewards of humanities collections. Grants also support educational programs that prepare the next generation of conservators and preservation professionals, as well as projects that introduce the staff of cultural institutions to new information and advances in preservation and access practices.

Plant Biotic Interactions

National Science Foundation (NSF)

The Plant-Biotic Interactions (PBI) program supports research on the processes that mediate beneficial and antagonistic interactions between plants and their viral, bacterial, oomycete, fungal, plant, and invertebrate symbionts, pathogens and pests. This joint NSF-NIFA program supports projects focused on current and emerging model and non-model systems, and agriculturally relevant plants. The program's scope extends from fundamental mechanisms to translational efforts, with the latter seeking to put into agricultural practice insights gained from basic research on the mechanisms that govern plant-biotic interactions. Projects must be strongly justified in terms of fundamental biological processes and/or relevance to agriculture and may be purely fundamental or applied, or include aspects of both perspectives.

Humanities Initiatives at Hispanic-Serving Institutes

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

NEH Humanities Initiatives at Hispanic-Serving Institutions are intended to strengthen the teaching and study of the humanities, in subjects such as history, philosophy, literature, religion, and the interpretation of the arts. These grants may be used to enhance existing humanities programs, resources, or courses, or to develop new ones. Applicants are encouraged to draw on the knowledge of outside scholars who would contribute expertise and fresh insights to the project. Each project must be organized around a core topic or set of themes.

Robert Wood Johnson Foundation (RWJF)

 New Connections is a career development program for early career researchers, providing support to grantees and other individuals who are part of a network of eligible researchers. Through grant making, mentorship, career development and networking, New Connections enhances the research capacity of its grantees and network members. The researchers in this program come from multiple disciplines (health, social sciences, business, urban planning, architecture and engineering); work to build the case for a Culture of Health with strong qualitative and quantitative research skills; and produce and translate timely research results.
