National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA)/
United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)

The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) provides leadership on food, agriculture, natural resources, rural development, nutrition, and related issues based on public policy, the best available science, and effective management.  They have a vision to provide economic opportunity through innovation; to promote agriculture production that better nourishes Americans while also helping feed others throughout the world; and to preserve our Nation's natural resources through conservation, restored forests, improved watersheds, and healthy private working lands.  The USDA is made up of 29 agencies and offices.  In this issue of OSP’s Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA), we are highlighting the National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA).  

NIFA is part of the USDA’s Research, Education, and Economics (REE) mission area. The agency administers federal funding to address the agricultural issues impacting people’s daily lives and the nation’s future.  NIFA provides leadership and funding for programs that advance agriculture-related sciences and supports initiatives that ensure the long-term viability of agriculture. NIFA applies an integrated approach to ensure that groundbreaking discoveries in agriculture-related sciences and technologies reach the people who can put them into practice. The two NIFA grant programs most relevant to the WP community are the Agriculture and Food Research Initiative (AFRI) and the Community Food Projects Competitive Grant Program (CFPCGP).  There are also the Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) program and Beginning Farmer and Rancher Development Program (BFRDP).  More information on each program is detailed below.

The Agriculture and Food Research Initiative (AFRI) is the nation’s leading competitive grants program for agricultural sciences.  The program supports research, education, and extension grants to combat childhood obesity, improve rural economies, increase food production, create new sources of energy, mitigate the impacts of climate variability, address water availability issues, ensure food safety and security, and train the next generation of agricultural workforce.

The Community Food Projects Competitive Grant Program (CFPCGP) has existed since 1996 as a program to fight food insecurity through developing community food projects that help promote the self-sufficiency of low-income communities. Community Food Projects are designed to increase food security in communities by bringing the whole food system together to assess strengths, establish linkages, and create systems that improve the self-reliance of community members over their food needs.

The Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) program at the USDA offers competitively awarded grants to qualified small businesses to support high quality research related to important scientific problems and opportunities in agriculture that could lead to significant public benefits. The program stimulates technological innovations in the private sector and strengthens the role of federal research and development in support of small businesses. The SBIR program also fosters and encourages participation by women-owned and socially or economically disadvantaged small businesses.

The National Science Foundation Robert Noyce Teacher Scholarship Program seeks to encourage talented science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) majors and professionals to become K-12 mathematics and science (including engineering and computer science) teachers. The program invites creative and innovative proposals that address the critical need for recruiting and preparing highly effective elementary and secondary science and mathematics teachers in high-need local educational agencies. The program offers four tracks: Robert Noyce Teacher Scholarships and Stipends (Track 1); NSF Teaching Fellowships (Track 2); NSF Master Teaching Fellowships (Track 3); and Noyce Research Track (Track 4).  Capacity Building proposals are accepted from proposers intending to develop a future Track 1, 2, or 3 proposal.

Public Humanities Projects

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

This program supports planning and implementation of public humanities projects through three types of grants: Community Conversations Grants, 1-3 year series of events and community-wide discussion; Exhibitions Grants, supporting traveling or permanent exhibitions; and Historic Places Grants, which support the interpretation of historic sites, houses, neighborhoods, and regions.

Science of Organizations (SoO)

National Science Foundation (NSF)

SoO funds research that advances our fundamental understanding of how organizations develop, form and operate. Successful SoO research proposals use scientific methods to develop and refine theories, to empirically test theories and frameworks, and to develop new measures and methods. Funded research is aimed at yielding generalizable insights that are of value to the business practitioner, policy-maker and research communities.

Economics Program

National Science Foundation (NSF)

This program supports research designed to improve the understanding of the processes and institutions of the U.S. economy and of the world system of which it is a part. It also strengthens both empirical and theoretical economic analysis as well as the methods for rigorous research on economic behavior. It supports research in almost every area of economics, including econometrics, economic history, environmental economics, finance, industrial organization, international economics, labor economics, macroeconomics, mathematical economics, and public finance.

Decision, Risk and Management Science

National Science Foundation (NSF)

This program supports scientific research directed at increasing the understanding and effectiveness of decision making by individuals, groups, organizations, and society. The program also supports small grants that are time-critical (Rapid Response Research - RAPID) and small grants that are high-risk and of a potentially transformative nature (Early-Concept Grants for Exploratory Research - EAGER).
