Humanities Connections Planning Grants

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

This program seeks to expand the role of the humanities in undergraduate education at two- and four-year institutions. Grants will support innovative curricular approaches that foster productive partnerships among humanities faculty and their counterparts in the social and natural sciences and in pre-service or professional programs.

Planning grants support the interdisciplinary collaboration of faculty from two or more separate departments or schools (a minimum of one in and one outside of the humanities), with the goal of designing a new, coherent curricular program or initiative.  The deadline for applications for projects beginning May 2018 is October 17, 2017. For more information visit neh.gov.
Implementation grants support the interdisciplinary collaboration of faculty from two or more separate departments or schools (a minimum of one in and one outside of the humanities), with the implementation of a sustainable curricular program or initiative as the outcome.  The deadline for applications is October 17, 2017. For more information visit neh.gov.

Scholarly Editions and Translations Grants

National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH)

Scholarly Editions and Translations grants support the preparation of editions and translations of pre-existing texts of value to the humanities that are currently inaccessible or available in inadequate editions. 
The optional pre-proposal deadline is October 15, 2017. The due date for proposals is December 06, 2017. For more information visit neh.gov.

NEA Foundation Learning and Leadership Grants

National Education Association Foundation (NEAF)
Through Learning & Leadership grants, the NEA seeks to support the professional development of members by providing grants to: 
individuals to participate in high-quality professional development or groups to fund collegial study, including study groups, action research, lesson plan development, or mentoring experiences for faculty or staff. Preference is given to proposals that incorporate STEM and/or global competence in their projects. Applicants must be NEA members.

STP Early Career Travel Grant Program

Society for the Teaching of Psychology (STP), American Psychological Association (APA)

Grant funds can be used to defray the costs of attending psychology teaching conferences or conferences with a significant teaching of psychology component for an Early Career. Applications will be evaluated on the degree to which the proposed conference attendance can improve the applicant’s teaching of psychology; priority will be given to first-time recipients.

Scholarship of Teaching and Learning (SoTL) Research Grant

Society for the Teaching of Psychology (STP), American Psychological Association (APA)

Research projects in any phase of development are eligible for funding (e.g., materials design, data collection, manuscript writing). However, the proposed project must have a high probability of producing a product that will be presented and/or published in a peer-reviewed outlet in a timely manner.  Proposals that align with the STP President’s preferred themes, will be given top priority. The 2018 themes are: (1) Scientific Literacy, (2) Psychology & Liberal Arts: Maintaining the integrity of liberal education in a rapidly changing world, and (3) Culture Across the Curriculum: How to teach a psychology of all people

NJCH Incubation Grants

New Jersey Council for the Humanities (NJCH)

Projects should demonstrate an awareness of the needs and interests of audience members in your community and involve a strong project team, which includes a humanities scholar at some phase of the project. Larger organizations, such as colleges and universities, will need to demonstrate meaningful public engagement beyond the confines of the institution.

Innovations in Graduate Education (IGE) Program

National Science Foundation (NSF)

Limited Submission: The Innovations in Graduate Education (IGE) program is designed to encourage the development and implementation of bold, new, and potentially transformative approaches to STEM graduate education training.

Integrative Activities in Physics

National Science Foundation (NSF)

This program supports activities in conjunction with NSF-wide programs such as Faculty Early Career Development (CAREER), Research Experiences for Undergraduates (REU), and programs aimed at women, minorities, and persons with disabilities. The program also supports efforts to improve the education and training of physics students (both undergraduate and graduate), such as curriculum development or physics education research, and activities that are not included in specific programs elsewhere within NSF.

NEA Research: Art Works

National Endowment for the Arts (NEA)

Research: Art Works offers support for projects in two areas: Track One: Value and Impact. These grants aim to examine the value and/or impact of the arts in any topic area(s) by using data and methods appropriate to the proposed research questions Track Two: Experimental and Quasi-Experimental Designs. These grants aim to test the causal or inferred-causal impact of the arts on individual or cohort outcomes by using experimental or quasi-experimental design methods appropriate to the proposed research questions.

Petroleum Research Fund Grant Programs

American Chemical Society (ACS)

This grant supports fundamental research and education in the petroleum and energy fields. Research areas supported include chemistry, the earth sciences, chemical and petroleum engineering, and related fields such as polymers and materials science.

Fulbright Awards for Students:
Fulbright U.S. Student Programs

Open Study/ Research Awards: The Fulbright Study/Research Award is the traditional award opportunity where a candidate designs a proposal for a specific country.
English Teaching Assistant Awards: The Fulbright English Teaching Assistant programs place grantees in schools overseas to supplement local English language instruction and to provide a native speaker presence in the classrooms.
Fulbright - National Geographic Digital storytelling Fellowship: This program provides a unique platform for American Fulbright students to develop global narratives and discuss commonalities across borders around a common issue or theme. Trained, supported, and mentored by National Geographic Editors during their grants in one or multiple countries, Fellows will use new media platforms to help build ties across cultures while enhancing mutual understanding. 
Critical Language Enhancement award: The Critical Language Enhancement Award provides a supplement in the Fulbright U.S. Student Program for grantees to receive between three and six months of intensive language study in addition to their research or study grants. This opportunity is available for select languages and in limited host countries.
