This is a dual licensure program for undergraduate students seeking to teach regular and special education students in a specific subject area.  Majors approved for the K-12/TSD subject 
area program are: English, mathematics, history, geography, political science, any lab science, art and any world language.  Graduates can only teach those subject areas (e.g. English, 
social studies) to special education students in which they hold a k-12 certification, the exception being co-teaching and supplemental instruction assignments.  K-12/TSD Students 
wishing to graduate in 8 semesters must take more than 15 credits per semester prior to student teaching and/or take summer courses.

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Secondary Education majors are responsible for meeting and maintaining all of the following Secondary Education program requirements 
• You must meet with your academic advisor regarding UCC, Education, and academic major course requirements. 
• You must maintain a 3.0 cumulative GPA, as well as, a 3.0 GPA in Education in order to continue taking Education courses. (PLEASE NOTE:  The 2.75 overall GPA will only be 

accepted until September 1, 2016 – all certification and degree requirements must be completed by Spring 2016 – you also must have fully matriculated into the COE by August 31, 
2014). 

• Pass the Speech and Hearing Assessment as soon as possible. For information go to: http://www.wpunj.edu/coe/departments/cert/  
• Pass the CORE Academic Skills for Educators PRAXIS (test code: 5751) prior to taking first Education course.  Please see http://www.ets.org/praxis/about/core/content/ 
• You must apply to the Office of Field Experience (OFE) for Practicum and Student Teaching one year in advance.  Complete and signed applications must be submitted to your 

advisor by October 15th for placement the following fall, and March 15th for placement the following spring. 
• You must pass the PRAXIS II exam(s) in your subject area before you will be permitted to student teach.  Official scores must be provided to the Office of Education Enrollment and 

Certification by August 1st for fall student-teaching, and January 1st for spring student-teaching; NO EXCEPTIONS. 
• You will not be allowed to take the first Education course, CIED 2030 or SPC 2550, until you have taken the prerequisites - earning at least a C; earned at least 60 credits overall; 

acquired an overall GPA of at least 3.0; and completed the PRAXIS CORE (Praxis Core Academic Skills for Educators-CORE), and the Speech and Hearing Assessment.

Required Courses: This endorsement program is comprised of 12 credits at the 
2000, 3000, and 4000 levels: 
 

College of Humanities and Social Sciences (6 credits)

These courses cover the following five state-required content areas: 
Linguistics; Language Acquisition; Developing Literacy Skills; Methods of 
Teaching Content in Bilingual Education; and Theory and Practice of Bilingual 
Education.   

Language Proficiency Testing: Candidates must pass oral and written language 
proficiency tests (OPI and WPT) in English and in the target language.  The 
English OPI must be passed with a score of at least Intermediate High.  The 
English WPT must be passed with a score of at least Advanced Low.  The OPI 
and WPT in the target language must be passed with a score of at least 
Advanced Low.  These requirements must be met before student teaching 
begins.

CIED 3050 (Pre-requisite, CIED 2050): Teaching Methods for English 
Language Learners (3)  
Semester II or III (3 credits) (Practicum or Student Teaching semester)  
ENG 4010: Linguistics and Grammars (3)

 
*Students who were fully matriculated as education majors before August 31, 2014 must have and maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.75 in order to take education courses.   As of 
September 1, 2016, a cumulative GPA of 3.0 will be required for certification. This means that students with a cumulative GPA of less than 3.0 must graduate and be recommended for 
certification before September 1, 2016.  
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
